Report

1) Dennis Huntington presented the idea and the preconditions for an INEPS Youth Congress and invited the participants to bring their suggestions to the workshop for Youth Congress. 

2) The participants had been separated into discussion groups and they were asked to fill in any more information they had to be added to the text “Activities of INEPS from Congress to Congress 2009 – 2010”. As soon as the AC collects them they will be send in a Newsletter to all INEPS members after the Congress.
3) A second task the discussion groups were asked was to conclude after the exchange of ideas and experiences to some suggestions FOR THE FUTURE OF INEPS. The collection of ideas is listed below:
· It is necessary that INEPS gives a kick of for students to create a newspaper themselves. It can also be created a chat room for students at internet

· For the growth of the network we need mechanisms to a) find partners in other countries e.g. Poland, b) in our exchanges we should spread the network, c) Youth Congresses for international work with students

· For the communication in the network we need a forum for discussions among the educators and among the students. This should be done in an easier way linked with the webpage. We need to think about the structure, moderators, and resources.
· The participation of parents is very important and successful (Netherlands)

· To imply the schools in European projects (Comenius) for the mobility in vocational area.

· INEPS Congresses should be attended not only by teachers but also by other experts as well.
· It is necessary the cooperation among countries to occur during the school year and not only during the INEPS Congresses.

· It is necessary wherever (countries) it is possible we know the legislation procedures to make it possible that a PL project can be implemented e.g. Romania.

· INEPS works quite well and we thank those who are involved in it. We wish it can continue as it has already been.

· It is necessary a Youth Congress to be held soon.

· Teachers need to be educated in PL

· We need help and information about youth exchanges in different countries where to get the money from? Who wants to take part? How we can find partners? 

· INEPS must apply for a big project where we can match schools from different countries.

· Help from INEPS when you come across with difficulties from the beaurocracy in your country.

· Support to those who have no PL project but they are interested
